This area features artists and vendors showcasing fine arts, 
handcrafted goods, vintage finds, boutique items, handcrafted specialty food and lifestyle goods. 10 'x 10' booths and a limited number of 
20' x 10' mobile booths are available. These booths may remain up for the weekend.

ELIGIBILITY: The fair is open to all artisans 18 and over who exhibit work of original concept, design and execution and consistent with 
photos submitted for jurying. We pride ourselves on securing exhibitors who provide unique handcrafted and collectible items.

INSTALLATION & DISPLAY: Artists are responsible for providing their own display materials, which must be free standing. Spaces 
measure approximately 10’ x 10’. A limited number of 20’ x’ 10’ Mobile spaces are available. Displays must fit into the space without 
infringing on neighboring spaces. No stakes are allowed; weights strongly suggested. One artist per space. No electricity is available for 
vendors. 

SET-UP TIMES: You may set up on Friday, beginning at 2 pm. An attendant will be onsite 2-6pm. Set up begins at 7 am on Saturday and 
Sunday. All displays must be set up no later than 9 am. All vehicles must be moved immediately after unloading. There is no overnight 
security. 

SALES: Artists retain all proceeds from sales and are responsible for collecting and reporting sales tax.

REFUND POLICY: Booth fees are not refundable after written acceptance has been sent.

DEADLINE July 17, 2026: Application with photos, booth fee and jury fee are due to Cedarburg Cultural Center 
	 Note: We will continue to accept applications until all spaces are sold. 
	 Notification of acceptance begins on or around July 27, 2026 and will continue until all spaces are sold.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE 
BY MAIL: Complete and sign the application form. Include 2-4 photos of 
the work that you will be exhibiting (no other products may be sold or 
displayed during the event). Be sure to label all photos with your name and 
the type of work that is shown.

Enclose two checks, one for the $10 jury fee and one for the booth fee, 
made payable to the Cedarburg Cultural Center.

Provide a business size, self-addressed stamped envelope with at least 
$1.00 of postage for the return of the photos and notification of acceptance.
